Strategies and Tips for Communicating with Community Members

Workshops from British Columbia and Alberta. This list is not exhaustive.
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Have an asset management presence at career fairs or tradeshows
Encourage community input

Encourage the community to participate in decision making processes
Have door prizes at events/meetings

Have guidance from Elders and youth

Encourage partnerships with companies and external organizations
Have a strong leadership involvement

Serve meals or snacks at the meetings/events

Provide transportation to meetings/events

. Have public works involved in presentations

. Have your asset management team involved in presentations

. Share a combination of information and evidence

. Advertise or make announcements at local sporting events

. Utilize team building activities

. Utilize translators

. Use lots of photos in prepared material or presentations

. Utilize university student planners in your asset management team
